Rules and Code of Conduct 
• If a team cannot field a full team please notify the YMCA within 48 hours by e-

mail valvarez @ymcaoc.net or written notification and the cancellation fee will 
only be $25.00 .If a team cancels a game with less than 48 hours notice or 
forfeits there will be charged a $125.00 fee. The fees collection will be strictly 
enforced. All schedule requests need to be in written form and submitted on or 
before the managers meeting. Once the schedule is made there will not be any 
changes or rescheduled games. NO EXCEPTIONS!!! 

• FIFA rules apply 
• Free substitution, when team has possession of the ball prior to the throw in or 

goal kick.  If the team with the possession is subbing, the other team may also 
sub. 

• RED CARDS – If you receive a red card you must leave the field and you will 
miss the following game. 

o NO appeals on red cards. 
• YELLOW CARDS – Must sit out for 5 minutes substitution allowed (no 

substitution allowed, summer only). 
• Fighting – Players will be removed from the league.   NO EXCEPTIONS!!! 
• Abusive language towards teammates, referees, opponents or spectators will 

NOT be tolerated and the player will be carded or possibly removed from the 
league. 

• The YMCA reserves the right to remove a player at any time. 
• No alcoholic beverages or tobacco use permitted. 
• All players, managers/coaches, spectators and referees are expected to display 

good sportsmanship at all times. 
 

 
Team and Player Responsibilities 

• All players must be registered through the YMCA and have a current waiver and 
code of conduct signed in order to play and be on the scorecard. Teams playing 
an unregistered player will be removed from the league without refund. 

• Players must bring LICENSE or ID CARDS to each game and check in with the 
YMCA staff to play. 

• Players or Managers are not allowed to write in names on the scorecard. 
• All players must be age appropriate for the division. NO EXCEPTIONS!!! 
• Teams are not allowed to borrow players from other teams 
• All teams must have a uniform that includes shirts (permanent number and 

same color), socks, and shin guards 
• Each team is responsible for setting up and taking down one goal. 
• No jewelry allowed on during games. 
• $1,000 fine for those caught going to the restroom on the field.  
• Pick up all of your trash before you leave field. 
• Cheating on a registration form is prohibited; player and manager will be 

removed if caught, possibly the entire team without a refund. 
 
 

School Rules and Policies 
The following are prohibited on school property: Vehicles, animals, fireworks, 
archery, guns/knives, golf practice, bicycle riding, skateboards, roller blades, model 
airplanes, alcohol, drugs, tobacco, other motorized equipment. Any loitering or other 
activity threatening the safety of persons or property.  (CVC 21113, CVC 22658,
